The Little Leather Library Corporation was an American publishing company founded in New York City
by Charles and Albert Boni, Harry Scherman, and Max Sackheim. From 1916 to 1923 the Little Leather
Library Corporation issued 101 Classics in miniature editions and sold over 25 million little book through
department stores, bookstores, drugstores and by mail.

World War I affected production and distribution of the Little Leather Library titles. As leather prices rose,
primarily due to the demand for leather during WWI the publishers switched to synthetic bindings which ,
it turned out, smelled bad in hot weather..
